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We Saw You -  May 2016 -  ñAn Approach to WELL-Beingò  
by Jim Hojnacki, CCS (retired), Member Emeritus  

Last monthôs meeting had a little bit of everything (air, water, light, food, etc.) for everybody (CSI, IFMA, Haworth, Amway, et c.) 
as we had a packed house at Rockford Constructionôs new office building complex at the corner of First Street and Seward  
Avenue.  Just a few buildings over from this location, Rockford is also working on a couple more craft beer breweries along B rid ge 
Street near Broadway Ave.   I canôt wait until we have a CSI tour through these breweries and sample some of the product.  This 
was a joint meeting with IFMA as well as some extra guests that Rockford Construction had invited.  The presentation was give n 
by Rachael Cash of The Haworth Corporation.  Unfortunately, she could not send me a copy of her Power Point Slides so Iôll have 
to rely on my very meager notes and rapidly fading memory.  Rachael was introduced to the large group (61 total attendees) by  
Rockfordôs Vice President of Healthcare Projects, Bill Culhane. 

Haworth Corporation is known for its office system products as being at the top rung of the ladder in quality and wellness.  The  
workplace not only offers a nice building and pleasant surroundings for the employees to have a welcoming environment to work  
within, but must aid all employees to maintain their bio -sustainability.  Just as the LEEDS sustainability program is to the qua lity 
of construction material standards, another set of standards known as the ñWELL Building Standardsò are based on the wellness 
and health aspects of employee interaction.  There are 7 concepts of WELL which are all coordinated to overcome the 3 main ri sks  
that are inherent in most workplaces.  These risk are mainly stress, lack of physical activity, and the ñbiggest bug-a-booò of all, 
namely ñobesityò (pun intended).  The seven concepts of WELL are 1) air, 2) water, 3) foods, 4) light, 5) fitness, 6) comfort, a nd 
7) mind in action.  One small example of how light interacts with your bodyôs wellbeing has shown that a ñred lightò  
surrounding increases the level of melatonin in the human system causing greater levels of irritability.  Melatonin is a horm one  
secreted by the pineal gland in inverse proportion to the amount of light received by the retina which regulates the body  
biorhythms, while a ñblue lightò is more calming.  People are the most important and expensive asset of any organization.  Staff  
costs (including salaries and benefits) typically account for 90% of a businessô operating expense.  Itôs no wonder that employe es 
who work in a company that follows the concepts and precepts of WELL are happier and more productive.  

Our host for the evening, Bill Culhane, also took the time to give a short tour of their new offices after the program was fi nis hed.  
The CSI Board members unfortunately had to miss out on the tour because we went immediately into our monthly Board  

Meeting.  During the Board Meeting, the employees of Rockford Construction could be seen and heard in the courtyard outside o f 
the Main Board Room doing their exercises as part of Rockfordôs Wellness Program.
